THE KITCHEN AND INDIGENOUS COMMUNITY 
GARDEN PROJECT. 

T he Willunga High School Kitchen and Indigenous Community Garden Project was initiated this year to provide an opportunity for all students 
to have a greater understanding of the Flora and Fauna of the local area and 
the environmental impact that we have on our local eco-system. 

The Kitchen Garden will focus on sustainable garden and permaculture 
practices which will include a chicken run, worm farms, composting, gar-
den beds and fruit trees. 

The indigenous garden will provide a venue which allows for spiritual con-
nectedness to the land while providing cultural awareness for all students.  
Students will learn about native bush foods and plants relevant to our area. 

The gardens will allow for cross curricular learning opportunities and this 
has already included: Doorways to Construction students fitted tanks and 
gutters, Year 12 Business Studies undertaking a needs and sustainability 
analysis, art students creating murals, Agriculture students planting, Feeder 
Primary School students attending Aboriginal art workshops as part of their 
transition, Boys Education group making the garden beds and much moreé 

One of the most significant aspects of this project has been the generous 
community commitment and support.
